 Below are some quotations from the U.S Bishops 

document:  Welcoming the Stranger Among Us: 

 
¶  The presence of so many people of so many different 

cultures and religions in so many different parts of the United 

States has challenged us as a Church to a profound conver-

sion so that we can become truly a sacrament of unity. 

¶ The new immigrants call most of us back to our ances-

tral heritage as descendants of immigrants and to our baptis-

mal heritage as members of the body of Christ. 

¶ The Church supports the human rights of all people and 

offers them pastoral care, education, and social services, no 

matter what the circumstances of entry into this country, and 

it works for the respect of the human dignity of all especially 

those who find themselves in desperate circumstances. 

¶ We call upon all people of good will, but Catholics espe-

cially, to welcome the newcomers in their neighborhoods and 

schools, in their places of work and worship, with heartfelt 

hospitality, openness, and eagerness both to help and to 

learn from our brothers and sisters of whatever religion, eth-

nicity, or background. 

¶ Racist attitudes can linger in subtle ways, even when 

people get to know one another in parish activities, unless 

we vigorously educate ourselves about our neighbors, learn 

to appreciate their heritages, encounter their own images of 

us, and strive to work with them on behalf of common 

causes. 

¶ Catholic schools can provide the children of immigrants 

with opportunities to adapt to American culture in a context 

permeated by the faith and in an atmosphere of hospitality to 

all cultures, and they can do much to promote cultural under-

standing and respect among parents and students alike. 

¶ The Church of the twenty-first century will be, as it has 

always been, a Church of many cultures, languages and 

traditions, yet simultaneously one, as God is one Father, 

Son, and Holy Spirit unity in diversity.
